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Enacted on October 5, 2012, Revised on April 16, 2015

Guidelines of Publication Ethics of Weed & Turfgrass Science follow “UIDELINES ON GOOD PUBLICATION PRACTICE” established
by Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE) and RULE #236 of Korean Ministry of Science and Technology, and additional enforcement and
details suggested by Weed and Turfgrass Science is as follows:

Article 1 (Purpose)

The purpose of this Guidelines is to prevent plagiarism, keep the publication ethics, and resolve a misconduct (if occurred), in the context of
Publications in Weed and Turfgrass Science (WTS), a journal jointly published by The Korean Society of Weed Science (KSWS) and The
Turfgrass Society of Korea (TSK).

Article 2 (Deliberation Council)

D To deliberate any misconduct in the publication ethics, the two Societies establish a combined Publication Ethics Deliberation Council.

@ The members of Deliberation Council consist of the Editor-in-Chief, Associate Editors, selected Editorial board members of WTS, and
Presidents of the two Societies, and/or external expertise, within 10 people.

@ The Editor presides Deliberation Council and an Associate Editor deputizes the Editor when absent.

Article 3 (Council Decision Process)

(D The Council may be called by the Editor when a suspicion of a misconduct exists with or without an external appeal.

@ A decision shall be made by majority vote of majority of those in attendance. When a member(s) of the Council is the suspect, he or she
shall not make a vote.

(@ The Editor shall notify, by a registered mail, the suspect of the claim of a misconduct of Publication Ethics, and require the suspect to
explain by presence or a letter on the Council. If the suspect did not explain despite a request of explanation, it would be considered that the
suspect accepted the claim.

@ The Editor may request presence of other relevant people to obtain an expert opinion or evidence, or a third party investigation.

(® The Council shall make the claim, explanation by the suspect, and final decision open to public through the journal homepage, but shall
keep individual member's opinion in confidential.

Article 4 (Misconducts in Publication)

(D An act of misconduct against Research and Publication Ethics, related laws, social customs, or ordinance, such as counterfeit,
falsification, plagiarism, overlapping publication, inappropriate description of authors etc.

@ An act of deliberate interference of investigation by the Council or a member council, or harming a informant.

@ An act of a serious divergence from a generally acknowledged context in the academic society.

Article 5 (Penalty)

For a publication found to have a misconduct in Research and Publication Ethics, the paper shall be withdrawn from the journal and a penalty

shall be imposed as follows:

(D The paper shall be deleted in the journal homepage.

@ Detailed information about the deleted paper shall be posted on the journal homepage for 1 year, and announced once in the
journal.

3 The penalized author may not submit a manuscript within 2 years from the time the previous paper was withdrawn.

Article 6 (Others)

This Guidelines of Publication Ethics was enacted based on the effective rules in publication by The Korean Journal of Weed Science, and
Korean Journal of Turfgrass Science, and Asian Turfgrass Science, and became effective as of October 5, 2012.
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
